1. Locate the wiring compartment access panel on the
back of the fixture body (A) and remove the screw to
open the access panel, set screw aside.

2. Remove conduit knockout on access panel, route
supply pigtail leads through access panel and secure
with appropriate conduit adapter (not supplied).

3. Loop the hanging chain (C) through each hanging
bracket (B) and insert hook-end of hanging bracket
(B) through mounting holes on each side of the fixture
body (A). Secure the other end of the hanging chain
(C) to a sturdy building structure or mounting hook, or
loop around structural beam and hook back on chain
links.

4. Connect power supply wire leads from access plate to
input leads on fixture body inside access panel
opening, black to black, white to white, and green to
ground wire; secure each connection with wire nuts
(not provided).

5. Tuck the wires carefully into the access compartment
while closing the access panel, secure access panel
with original screw to complete installation.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Clean with a mild, non-abrasive glass cleaner and soft cloth. Do NOT use solvents or clean-
ers containing abrasive agents. When cleaning the fixture, make sure the power is turned
off, and any liquid spray should be applied to the cleaning cloth and not sprayed directly onto
the fixture itself.
